Sis.Radha White, a Hindu convert, along with her husband Rick, started Promised Land Orphanage in 1997 at Coimbatore, Indi:
They began with 2 children, which has now grown to 34. Some of the children, mostly females, are from troubled homes and oth
ers from the leper colony. The location is a small compound, which was donated. In light of the culture, femaleftaiidren are
shunned. In India there are many arranged marriages and the male receives a dowry from the parents of the female he takes as
wife. Therefore among poor families a female child can be considered a liability and may be abandoned or even killed.

By culture, single females are second class citizens. They have very little interaction with males in public. Bygleswaaeried co
restricted from any displays of public affection.
